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4.  CONCLUSIONS 
 
The TravelSmart intervention at Monash University’s Clayton campus in 2003 
achieved its goals of testing a new methodology to bring about travel behaviour 
change. 
 
The pilot project successfully developed and distributed tailored materials for the 
student participants, which were useful in encouraging changes of a 69% increase in 
the use of public transport and a 33% decline the use of the car. 
 
It should be stressed that while these results are encouraging, more work needs to 
be done both to better refine the measurement of the amount of use of various 
modes by participants, and to improve the overall context within which the 
methodology is implemented. 
 
Currently, Melbourne’s public transport ticketing system does not offer an accurate 
indicator of how often a ticket is used. Customers are encourage to validate their 
ticket each time they travel but in reality, few do so beyond the initial validation, 
unless they are passing through an element of the system, such as certain railway 
stations, where validation is necessary to gain entry to or leave from the premises. 
 
Given this set of circumstances, which is unlikely to change before 2007 when a new 
ticketing franchise will be operational, the onus for measurement comes back to 
TravelSmart. The program is currently discussing options for electronic surveying of 
the participating students through their university designated e-mail addresses. 
 
A greater degree of involvement and participation on the part of the university 
administration will be required if this particular travel behaviour change approach is to 
be strengthened. Monash University is currently developing an integrated transport 
plan for the Clayton campus, which includes the development of a green transport 
plan. This reflects an increasing awareness of and willingness to use travel behaviour 
change techniques, both for staff and students. 
 
TravelSmart intends to refine, repeat and expand the travel behaviour change 
methodology used in 2003 with the aim of recruiting all first year students in the 
coming 2004 intake. It will also be expanded to cover another campus of Monash 
University. 
 
The thinking is that rolled out gradually over a number of years, the program will 
eventually cover all students at the campus bringing about substantial travel 
behaviour change on a wide-ranging and thorough basis.  
 
It will also allow the program to grow and prove its value to the university. This is 
essential as it is anticipated that for this work to be sustainable, it must be adopted by 
the university as part of the services it offers to students. 
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Parking Fees and Entry Permits

2. One yearly or half-yearly entry permit, which must be affixed to the inside of the windscreen on 
the driver's side of the vehicle (as described on the permit backing) will be issued for the 
prescribed period on presentation of current student or staff identification and on payment of the 
prescribed fee as follows:  

a)  Valid from 1 January to 31 July  $74.00 (Excl. GST)  

b)  Valid from 1 July to 28 February  $74.00 (Excl. GST)  

c) Valid from 1 January to 28 February $130.00 (Excl. 
GST)  

d)  Child Care drop off permit, valid for 30 minutes only, from 1 January to 31

3. The Vice-Chancellor may exempt from payment of entry fees persons rendering a service to the 
University but not being students or staff of the University.

5. An entry permit must be affixed as previously specified to the vehicle in respect of which it was 
issued but remains the property of the University. Acceptance of an entry permit involves an 
undertaking by the receiver to abide by the Traffic and Parking Rules, surrender it on demand, 
and to accept responsibility at all times for the vehicle for and in respect of which it was issued 
while on the University grounds. The receipt for the entry permit is not a substitute for the entry 
permit. In the event of the disposal of the vehicle, the permit must be removed and the University 
notified. The University Council reserves the right through the Vice-Chancellor to withdraw and 
cancel any permit without assigning any reason.  

6. In cases of disposal of vehicles, loss or destruction of, or damage to current yearly or half-yearly 
entry permits irrespective of circumstances, replacements may be obtained upon application and 
payment of $30 per transfer upon completion and acceptance of a Statutory Declaration.

Both forms of application 
will attract an administration charge to a notified Responsibility Centre, except where it can be 
established that the visitor is a bona fide particular person of importance (eminent person). Note: 
Faculties and departments with special Day Code arrangements with the Traffic Office should contact 
that office and discuss their particular circumstances, as required. 
 
Day Code (day entry number) (Applied in situations where permit holders or other users have an 
emergency or unusual circumstance and make application to the Traffic Office): 
Free per entry (based on application to the Traffic Office) 
Procedure: All applications under the day code system should be forwarded to the Traffic Office by 
email,with telephone arrangements accepted only in unusual circumstances. 

Access to free parking is governed by the Policy on Free Parking on Camperdown and Darlington 
Campuses. 

Regular visitors to the University should be encouraged to obtain a visitor parking permit from the 
Traffic Office, allowing visits up to three hours (current cost $55 per annum). This permit is for use 
by bona fide visitors only and is not available to staff and students. 

Casual parking payment can only be made using $1 and $2 coins. Change is available at four change 
machines strategically deployed on the campuses. 

There are genuine circumstances where access to casual parking is necessary for legitimate visitors 
and in support of University operations. The raising of the casual day rate will substantially dampen 
demand without denying access to this legitimate form of parking. 



All those using parking resources are encouraged to consider the high levels of routine demand in 
determining the use of their private vehicle. This may indicate the use of a number of alternative 
transport options, including trains, buses, taxis and car pooling depending on the daily transport 
needs of the individual.  

Where the nature of duties indicate a need to move between remote locations in work time, taxis, 
public transport or University Owned (pool) vehicles may be considered where appropriate, 
particularly as parking is very limited after 9am. The University is well serviced by public transport 
options that may provide practical alternatives to driving and seeking parking when attending work. 
Consideration of times of travel and other variables may also offer alternatives to individuals in 
sourcing parking. Alternate, user pays, parking exists in local streets and commercial carparks if 
University parking resources are completely exhausted.  

Staff permit holders who prefer to no longer bring cars to work may obtain pro-rata refunds on 
relinquished permits. 

Traffic management systems, including enforcement of the parking rules, will necessarily remain in 
place. 

Pay & Display  

On Camperdown and Darlington campuses, a Pay and Display system operates. Pay and Display 
machines dispense a printed ticket, which must be clearly displayed on the vehicle dashboard, in 
accordance with the instructions printed upon it. 

Any vehicle not displaying a current University parking permit, an approved temporary visitor's pass, or a 
valid Pay and Display ticket is liable to recieve an infringement notice. The registered owner of the 
vehicle is responsible for any penalty imposed. 

Pay and Display machines accept $1 and $2 coins. Most machines do not accept notes. 

The University is currently trialling two new machines in the School of Information Technology 
carpark that accept credit cards, coins and some notes. However, these new machines do not provide 
change. 

One of these new machines will shortly be installed in the City Road carpark. Tickets may be 
purchased from any of these machines before parking in any designated space on campus. 

Permit holders 

Permit holders may park in any numbered marked bay within the University, including the Shepherd 
Street Carpark, providing they comply with the restrictions placed upon the type of permit issued to 
them. They must also comply with any restrictions applying to particular bays and notified by local 
signage. (refer to: "All Vehicles" above). 

University owned vehicles 

University owned vehicles may be parked in any unrestricted parking bay. They may only be parked 
in restricted bays where they satisfy the conditions that apply to that bay (refer to: "All Vehicles" 
above). 

Casual & complementary parking 

Casual parking on Camperdown and Darlington campuses, including Shepherd Street carpark. 

Persons wishing to park in the University, who do not have a permit, may do so by obtaining a ticket 
from the Pay and Display machines located around the campus. The ticket cost is indicated on the 
machines. Tickets must be displayed in accordance with instructions printed on them, i.e. face up on 
the dashboard in a clearly visible position.  

Tickets may be purchased from any machine to park at any pay and display location on campus. Short 
term (hourly) parking rates only apply int he Shepherd Street carpark and the Western Avenue 
underground carpark, and is not permitted anywhere else on campus. 

Casual parking other campuses/colleges.  

All other Campus and Residential College carparks have signage indicating local parking restrictions. 
Parking in these areas generally is restricted to authorised vehicles only and requires the permission 
of the college or faculty responsible for the particular area. Where paid casual parking is permitted, 
such as some areas of Cumberland Campus, the cost is indicated upon entry. 

Complimentary/Concessional parking.  



Note: All vehicles parking on campus in excess of 15 minutes must have an authority displayed.  

An authority is either a Pay and Display ticket issued from a machine or a No Charge authority issued 
by a gate keeper.  

Faculty and department heads may make arrangements for other concessional/ complimentary 
parking with options open to departments dependent on the frequency of visits, or time that their 
visitors are required to be on campus and the relative ease of entrance that departments wish to 
accommodate. These may not be used by staff or students. 

Policy on Free Parking on Camperdown and Darlington campuses. 

The introduction of the SEINS system and the Pay and Display machines have implications for the way 
in which vehicle-using visitors to the Camperdown and Darlington campuses are admitted and the 
conditions under which they are admitted. 

Permit applications 

University of Sydney Parking Permit Conditions and Application Requirements 

Parking permits assist with the management of the limited parking areas on campus and the demands 
of staff, students, service vehicles, guests and the general public. 

These permits are issued in accordance with The Australian Road Rules and the NSW Road Transport 
(Safety and Traffic Management) Act 1999, which govern parking within the University grounds the 
same as elsewhere in NSW. 

The University has several types of permits that have specific eligibility and conditions of use 
criteria. Some are campus specific or have time restrictions that apply to busy periods. 

Types of Permits 

Yellow Permits - Allow parking on the Camperdown and Darlington campuses (including the Western  
Ave and Shepherd St. carparks; and the Telfer Building carpark ONLY by arrangement with the 
attendant, but excludes use of the Mallett St carpark). 

Purple Permits - Darlington Campus at all times and Camperdown after 3pm and before 6am, Mon-Fri 
and anytime on weekends. 

Blue Permits - Allow up to three hours parking on the Camperdown and Darlington Campuses for 
visitors, commercial representatives and permit holders from Cumberland campus. 

Green Permits - Allow free parking only in the specified area that is noted on the permit (e.g. union 
areas, SUWSA, Sports Union, Vet Science).
